Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for thereby  some have 

entertained angels unawares. Hebrews 13:2 ESV 

Angels Among Us! This is the title for our Sunday sermon series from 

July 8th to August 5th. We will have Angie Plummer and Elizabeth 

Goussetis here with us from CRIS (Community Refugee and Immigra-

tion Services). Each week, we will have special guests that will speak 

from their hearts concerning the logistics, as well as the inside story, 

about what is happening behind the scenes in a number of crucial areas 

around this time of justice and hospitalityñand lack thereof. 

All of these topics seem to be in the news on a daily basis. We will look 

at how Scripture informs our response to what is happening here in Co-

lumbus and around the country.  

We feel that information, along with Scripture, combined with story and 

experience, will help us to take the next steps as individuals and as a 

community.

Food Pantry Collection  
 Summerõs here and schoolõs outñat 

least for a couple of months! Thereõs a 

summertime request for sunscreen.  

Also seeking snacks, such as granola 

bars, cereal bars, fruit snacks, pudding, 

applesauce, cheese crackers, peanut 

butter crackers, and freeze pops (the 

long narrow tubes of sugar water that 

you buy in liquid form). Boxed macaroni 

and cheese and baby food are also re-

quested. 

 Paper product supplies, especially 

toilet paper, diapers, and baby wipes, 

are always in demand, and so are toilet-

ry items such as deodorant, toothpaste, 

toothbrushes, as well as dish soap, 

laundry detergent, liquid hand soap or 

bar soap. These items are not covered 

by food stamps or the Mid -Ohio Food 

Bank, so many folks are dependent up-

on the pantry for these basic necessi-

ties. 

 It wonõt be long before August is here 

and back-to-school supplies will be 

needed for the coming school year. 

Suggested items are ruled lined paper, 

pens and pencils, crayons, washable 

glue, and new or gently used book 

bags. 

 When youõre shopping, please consid-

er buying any of these items and do-

nating them for our local mission.  

Please bring your non-perishable items 

for CRC donation to NBUMC and place 

them in the bins located in the Narthex. 

As always, thank you for your over-

whelming support for the CRC food 

pantry! Your thoughtfulness is appreci-

ated.
